Can you also explain why the words t'fetishfr, "penist'and "sextt are
blocked? The word "fetish[ does not necessarily have any sexual
connotations, and the word rrsexrr is often totally innocuous, and
can be found, for example, on library application forms.

Mowing away from the censorship issue, it is still not possj-ble to
use the paste facility with BromJ-ey library computers, and most
frustatingly of all, the machines are so infernally slow that
snail mail is often preferable,

Can you adwise me when something will be done about this?
